Lk 19:10 Just as God, the Father 

has done from man's creation “... rebuking offend-

ers little by little, warning them, and reminding 

them of the sins they are committing, that they

giving them space for repentance. And giving His 

children reason to hope that He would allow them 

to repent for their sins.”

Have we ever felt in a particular situation, usually
