                       Sixth Sunday of Easter 
 

Jesus said to His Disciples, “It is not for you to 
know the times or seasons [when judgment or 
events are to come and pass] that the Father has 
established by His own authority!” However, [it is 
your responsibility] when you receive the Holy 
Spirit and It comes upon you, that you be my wit-
nesses [here] and to the ends of the earth.  Acts 1:7-8 
 

“Phillip went down to ... Samaria and proclaimed 
the Messiah to them... men and women alike were 
baptized. When word got back to Jerusalem and 
the Apostles that Samaria had accepted The Word 
of God, Peter and John went down and prayed for 
them that they might receive the Holy Spirit, for 
they had only been baptized in the name of the 
Lord Jesus Christ. Then they laid hands on them 
and they received the Holy Spirit.” Acts 8:5, 12b, 14
-17 
 

“When Simon [the magician] saw that the Spirit 
was conferred by laying on of the Apostles’ hands, 
he offered them [,the apostles] money for this pow-
er. But Peter said to him, ‘May you perish along 
with your money, that you thought you could pur-
chase the gift of God with money.’” Acts 8:18-20 
 

As we see from the example of the conferring of the 
sacrament of Confirmation (the receiving of the Holy 
Spirit) by the Apostles, that the graces God bestows 
on us are not to be sold or traded for monetary gain. 
Our gifts and talents are to be given freely to worthy 
recipients, because “without cost you have received; 
without cost you are to give.” Mt 10:8b 
 

It is our duty as Christians to share our gifts and tal-
ents and graces we received with those around us who 
do not know, who do not trust, who do not believe in 
God, not to horde them, and lock them away so that 
only we benefit from those graces, gifts and talents. 
This is discipleship in Jesus Christ. This is the Holy 
Spirit working His graces within our person. And then 
we can do God’s will.
