“The Pharisees and Scribes [noticed and] remarked, saying, ‘This 

man welcomes sinners and eats with them.’” Lk 15:2�
�

The Parables of the Lost Sheep, Coin and Son:�

Do we think Jesus only came into the world to save the righteous? �
�

He came into the world to save the sinner and the righteous, and that 

includes everyone: good and evil, wicked and righteous. We need to 

understand that we can’t function to our fullest capacity to which we 

were created without Him, because He is part of us and we a part of 

Him. When we sin against His commandments we push Him away. The 

more we sin, the further we fall toward the world and away from God. �
�

We can think of our ways as a saddle on a horse. On top it’s all fine 

rounded but sloping. We see far ahead, we can make decisions with 

insight, we can see right from wrong. If we veer off His path a bit, it is 

easy to do the right thing and come back.� But the further we move to the 

edge, the faster we end up on the horse’s belly and upside down. Then 

our world turns upside down as well, and we start to perceive all that is 

according to God’s plan as against us; when in fact, we are the ones 

upside down. We become isolated from Him, and if we spend enough 

time there, we get lonely and try to drag others down there as well into 

the upside down world. The more the merrier, right? Wrong. �
�

Firstly, it is very hard to come back from there without falling off com-

pletely into the abyss of hell. Secondly, living without God is hell al-

ready. We can’t see this while everything is going according to our 

plans. But our plans without God are dead ends. They eventually lead to 

a self�made hell of our own sins. Thirdly, it’s just easier to do the right 

thing and acknowledge our weaknesses. Being stubborn about our sin-

fulness won’t get us very far or many friends for that matter. Without 

Him we are just animals driven by our instincts to satisfy ourselves, 

posses everything we covet and use and abuse everything we touch, in 

other words we become monsters.� �
�

Although the Jewish people were the first to listen to God’s calling and 

act upon His will and receive His favor among nations through Abra-

ham, they were reluctant to assume their obligation towards all of hu-

manity in sharing this knowledge, and of course The Word, which in 

fact was their responsibility as custodians of God’s truths. Lucky for us, 

there were enough God�fearing Jews and Gentiles to make that sacrifice 

of martyrdom from a worldly life by the actions of the Holy Spirit so 

that we don’t have to sacrifice ours. But we should sacrifice in other 

ways that bring us closer to our God and His holy son, Our Lord, Jesus 

Christ.�
