“The Lord God answered me, ‘See, [it will come to pass] 

the brash [and the arrogant], who have no integrity [they 

will stumble left to their own devices]; but the just one who 

is righteous by their faith shall live.’” Hb 2:4 �
�

But then, who are the faithful and righteous servants of 

God?�

�

“So should it be with you. When you have done all you 

have been commanded, say, ‘We are unprofitable serv-

ants; we have done [only] what we were obliged to do.’” 

Lk17:10�

�

Probably the first thing that jumps out at us is Jesus’ use of 

the word ‘unprofitable servant’. What is Jesus saying in so 

few words? What does profit have to do with service? Or 

how can service be more than what it is?�

�

To answer this question, we must back track and recall 

what Jesus says to His disciples in the Parable of the Tal-

ents (Mt 25:14�30), where He speaks to us about the gifts 

of the Spirit and the individual skills and talents that we 

turn into good works. These good works, to spread God’s 

truth of the Gospel through our talents to all who desire and 

are open to hear it, are the profits of the well invested treas-

ure of God’s will and commandments for us. �

�

Therefore, it is prudent and righteous to keep His com-

mandments, but this only benefits the servant. Hence, Je-

sus’ denunciation of the servant, who only does what he is 

commanded. However, the profitable servant takes what is 

handed to him, his talents and skills and knowledge, and 

turns a profit with it many times its self�worth by reward-

ing those around him in spiritual and worldly needs, by 

sacrificing time and effort that is not paid in human terms, 

by investing in unseen treasures of prayer and self�denial, 

so that those who do not see may be saved by his works of 

charity. This, then is the profitable servant Jesus wants us 

to be, not the self�serving and self�righteous, who lord over 

others with their bestowed position, status and wealth to 

show they are better or more worthy than them, but rather 

the humble that make and turn a profit of the smallest of 

gifts with their spiritual person. �
