A Sunday Reflection �

We heard last week, give praise for all we are given good or bad, 

and give thanks to God, because through thanksgiving we find 

the humility to offer our lives to God by serving our brethren. 

This week we hear Jesus say, “Pray constantly and do not be-

come weary. ... ‘God will secure the rights of his chosen ones 

who call out to him day and night.’” Lk 18:1, 7�

�

How can we pray constantly? Doesn't God know we have to 

make a living as well? �

�

Sure he does, but praying is ‘keeping the faith’. Jesus is talking 

about all the time we spend with unnecessary preoccupations that 

lead us astray. For example: listening to music; music you ask? 

Yes, music, do we need to listen to music hours a day? Or watch-

ing TV �� do we need to watch hours a day? What about reading 

for pleasure �� but do we need to read hours a day? Sports and 

workouts, pursuing hobbies endlessly, socializing, social media, 

computer games, over�working, over�eating, over�sleeping, being 

slothful, anything and everything we do for distraction hours 

upon hours a day to keep us from listening and talking to the one 

friend who is always true and ready to listen, and whom we can 

always ask to lend an ear for our intentions, as long as those in-

tentions are in good faith. �

�

It might not happen right away, but if we make prayer our life’s 

main focus, we will come to realize that all the other activities we 

pursued are for self�interest and self�satisfaction and plain selfish 

purposes only. This is why Jesus makes this profound statement, 

it is to correct our life, which is focused on worldly pleasures and 

reorient it towards the treasures of a heavenly life with Him. It 

may not make sense to us, but we must trust and have faith in 

Him that He has our best eternal interest in mind. To have faith is 

to trust in Him: Jesus I trust in You. To have faith is not worrying 

about tomorrow, but rather accomplishing all that is asked of us 

today. To have faith is entrusting our life to God without the anx-

iety of what tomorrow will bring. The reason we preoccupy our 

lives with so many hours of frivolous distraction is so that we 

don’t have to confront tomorrow and because we don’t trust in 

Him to show us the way. We want to control tomorrow and we 

can’t even get through today. We want to control others in order 

to comfort ourselves in our insecurity. We want to control the 

world so that we won’t have to face ourselves. Where is faith in 

our lives? �

The answer should be: in prayer.�

�

This is why Jesus says about His return. “But [the question that 

remains is,] when the Son of Man comes [again], will he find 

faith on earth?” Lk 18:8b�
