Jesus said, “‘Do not let your hearts be troubled. You have faith 

in God; have faith also in me. In my Father’s house there are 

many dwelling places … I have told you that I am going to 

prepare a place for you, I will come back again and take you 

with me, so that where I am you may also be. Where I am go-

ing you know the way.’ Thomas [like us] said to Him, ‘Master, 

we do not know where you are going; how can we know the 

way?’ Jesus said to him, ‘I am the way, the truth and the life. 

No one comes to the Father except through me. If you know 

me, then you will also know my Father. From now on you do 

know Him and have seen Him. Whoever has seen me has seen 

the Father. And whatever you ask in my name, I will do, so that 

the Father may be glorified in the Son. If you ask anything of 

me in my name, I will do it.’” Jn 14:1�7,9b,13�14�
�

“‘If you love me, you will keep my Commandments. I will not 

leave you orphans; I will come to you. And I will ask the Fa-

ther, and He will give you another Advocate to be with you 

always, the Spirit of truth … In a little while the world will no 

longer see me, but you will see me, because I live and you will 

live [also]. On that day you will realize that I am in my Father 

and you are in me and I in you. Whoever has my Command-

ments and observes them is the one who loves me. And whoev-

er loves me will be loved by my Father, and I will love him and 

reveal myself to him.’”
